The show will be at the Keene High School, Keene, New Hampshire. The High School is readily accessible from all the major highways into Keene. On Friday June 25th, we will post numerous signs on surrounding highways directing visitors to the show. 

Space Reservations:

1) You must complete and return a dealer “Application Form” to reserve a space. A downloadable version of the application is available on this website. .

2) Spaces are $ 85.00 for a 10x10 ft area.

3) Double spaces re $150.00 for a 20x10 ft area.

4) We can accommodate only the first 55 vendors.

5) All spaces are indoors and no outdoor spaces are available.

Access to Spaces:

1) Vendors will have access to the building from 3-6 pm on Friday, June 25.

2) The high school will be open again for vendors Saturday morning at 7 am.

3) General admission will begin at 9 am, Saturday.

4) Booths must remain open until 3 pm and be cleared Saturday evening.

5) Vendor badges will be provided and must be displayed.

Facilities Available:

1) The building is fully enclosed and the building will be locked and electronically secured overnight Friday.

2) Vendors must bring their own other display platforms. Tables and chairs will be provided if requested in advance.
3) Electrical outlets if you specify that you need them.
4) Food and refreshments will be available on-site throughout the day.

Trash:

Recycling/disposal bins will be provided in a common area.  Cardboard must be recycled.
Parking

1) Vendor parking will be on the right (east) side as you face the building. For safety and traffic flow reasons, no parking is permitted on the front side of the building.

2) Fire exits must not be blocked.

3) There will be space away from the building for larger trucks.

4) Parking areas will be clearly marked.

Lodging:.

1) Lodging space is at a premium in the Monadnock Region. If you require overnight accommodations, we urge you to make reservations right away.

3) Brattleboro, VT is within a 25 minute drive to the High School.
